
June 5-12 2010 Spring fish out 

Well, the 2010 spring walleye fishing trip to Two Rivers Resort has come and gone.  A great time

Walleye Club.

We had 

gotten some tips from a WDNR game warden that the Porcupine Bay area of the Spokane River 

was a potential hot spot.  Some of the group fished in that area and the rest fished in the lower 

Spokane and Lake Roosevelt.  Sunday morning we were greeted by a 4 -5 hours down pour.  The 

rain came back during the week but did not dampen the quest to catch fish, and catch fish we 

did.  

Generally the fish were from 12-18", with 15-16" being a predominate size.  Everyone cleaned 

lots of fish.  There were a few bass, perch and trout caught also. 

There were two pot-luck dinners, one on Sunday the 6th and the second Wednesday the 9th.  

The food was plentiful and delicious both times.  The pot-lucks are a good time to catch up on 

fishing stories and reacquaint ourselves with each other. 

The weather was mixed on this trip with some rain, plenty of clouds and some sunshine. The 

temperature ranged from 50-70's. It never got too windy but the wind was usually blowing.  The 

reservoir was low when we got there and rose approximately 10 feet while we were there.  The 

rising water didn't seem to have much affect on the bite, but the passing cold fronts seemed to 

have an impact in the middle of the week. 

Another big plus of this trip was all the wildlife we saw. Bald eagles, ospreys, deer, otters and 

song birds.  These animals just add a bit of flavor to each day, Bruce D. almost hit 2 deer 

swimming across the river.  

One of the fun aspects of this type of club outing is the interaction that goes on between all 

members at the end of each fishing day.  Everyone shares information on fish locations, depths. 

Lure color, etc.   All the useful information is shared freely so everyone can be successful at 

catching fish.
